4 SUBSCRIPTIONS NEWS A

Rosemary, the County Commissioner, wrote:
... we know that subscriptions for 2023 are going to be a real challenge for all of us.

The county team thought long and hard before setting our levy at £12.50. We have no control over the other in-
creases. We know that this £2.00 increase comes on top of an increase from Region of £2.50 and the £7.00 that
HQ announced last year. This comes to a total of £53.00 which is an overall increase of £11.50.

At County we know we will have to continue to draw on our reserves to meet our outgoings but please be assured
we will do our very best to keep our costs as low as possible without compromising on what we offer.

We took the decision not to hold a big County Day this year as we were unsure of the level of support it was likely
to receive. Our plans for October 15 October will cost considerably less than hiring a big school but we hope that
lots of leaders will go along — if only to see some of the resources that are available to borrow.

We are not buying in Christmas cards this year so look out for competition details to design our own one. Less
expensive and the opportunity for girls from all sections to show us their artistic skills.....
